STEP 1 STEP 2
Lay down the panels Connect the panels with connectors
(to fold toward inside, place the hinge connector as the picture above)

STEP 3 STEP 4
Finish the first layer Flip the panels and make them stand

STEP 5 STEP 6
Assemble the first layer of the configuration Put the second layer

STEP 7 STEP 8
Place the top connectors to make them stable Finish~!






Keep in mind

1. Snappanel was developed using basic fundamental principles of physics. There are no
poles or substrates, therefore angles (bends) must be incorporated for support and
stability.

2. The maximum span of a straight wall should be limited to six - eight feet. Spanning more
than eight feet should only be done by including additional supporting structures, under
the advisement of a display specialist.

3. Height recommendation is typically eight — ten feet. Creating a display taller than ten feet
should be done with the advice of a display professional, possibly incorporating
supporting features.

4. When assembling a modular wall type configuration, the panel at the end of each wall
should be angled.

5. Free standing tower displays, either triangle or square, can be created using hinged
connectors to join the panels. Two-sided towers are not typically recommended.

6. Never use finishing (flat) connectors at the floor line. Use whole connectors at the floor
line, on the bottom panels. Improper usage of connectors may lead to breakage.

Snappanel has nearly unlimited capabilities as far as configuration options. Employing a
sensible design and set up, the panels can support as much weight as standard slatwall or
gridwall. Sensible design and set up includes angles every six — eight feet, and product
placement directed by good judgment and common sense.

Snappanel is made of durable plastics and is built to last. There is little to no maintenance
necessary. If the panels need to be cleaned, a damp cloth is usually sufficient. If additional
steps are needed, Windex can also be used. Other cleansers or solvents may jeopardize the
adhesive properties of the panels. For example, if you use Armor All to wipe down the panels,
graphics or signage will no longer adhere to the surface. This is especially important to keep in
mind if you ever plan on customizing the panels in the future with laminate or fabric.

Freight Policy

Please examine freight immediately upon delivery. If damaged in any way, have delivery
person mark your freight bill accordingly. Claims for damage must be filed by the buyer. If
delivery of a shipment is refused, buyer agrees to pay round-trip freight charges (unless a
mistake was made on our side). If a shipment is made to an address other than the final
destination (freight forwarder, etc), the forwarder is responsible to inspect the goods for damage
upon arrival. We are not responsible for damage once the goods are sent onward. Any claims
for damage made after the goods leave the freight forwarder must be made directly with them.
All damage, shortage, and discrepancy claims must be made within 72 hours.



Title, Delivery, and Risk of Loss

Delivery of products to the buyer shall take place upon delivery to the buyer or to a carrier
consigned to the buyer, whichever occurs first. Title and risk of loss arising from any cause
pass to the buyer upon delivery; with the stipulation that Snap Panel (hereto referred to as
“seller”) shall retain a security interest in all products delivered to buyer until such products are
paid in full.

Return Goods

All sales final. No material shall be returned without the consent of seller via faxed Return
Goods Authorization. A description of the defect, along with the invoice number corresponding
to the purchase, will be required for this consent. Unless authorized by seller in writing, never
return goods “Freight Collect”. All such returns are unauthorized, and either the freight or the
freight charges will be refused.

Warranty and Limits of Liability

Snap Panel warrants this product, to the original purchaser only, against defects in material or
workmanship for a period of one year from the date of purchase. Any defect must be
communicated to us by presentation of product within 30 days from discovery. Seller will
replace the part if defect is confirmed, refunds will not be issued.

This warranty does not apply if the product has been damaged by any of the following: accident,
abuse, misuse, modification, misapplications, shipment, or through the use of improper tools.
Unless authorized in writing, never discard a defective product as doing so voids all warranties.

Seller is not liable for labor, lodging, loss of time, meals, rentals, replacement displays, or the
cost of materials we did not furnish. Seller is absolved of any liability if the actions of any buyer
or installer have affected the stability of the product in any way.

This warranty does not apply if the product has been damaged by any of the following: accident,
abuse, misuse, modification, misapplications, shipment, or through the use of improper tools.
Unless authorized in writing, never discard a defective product as doing so voids all warranties.

This warranty gives you specific legal rights, and you may have other rights that vary from state
to state.
